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Memorandum of Understanding for the Reclaimed Water Feature

Purpose and Explanation:

CONSENT

This agreement has been prepared between the City of Gainesville (GRU) and
the School Board to rehabilitate, maintain and assess the existing reclaimed
water feature at Kanapaha Middle School. This agreement delineates the
respective duties and obligations of the parties in this cooperative effort. It is
requested that the Board approve this agreement as presented.
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safeguard of a total nitrogen content of Iess than 10 mg/L to assure compliance with the
groundwater standards. The project’s feasibility depends upon a number of criteria and factors.

These include:

1.) GRU payment of: design, construction, initial vegetated invasive species control, aquatic
and terrestrial plants planting.

2.) Initial invasive specie control to be performed by GRU.

3.) Maintenance of the water features, ponds, control valve and panel, water control
structures to be performed by GRU.

4)) Land maintenance cost sharing arrangements agreeable to the parties as it pertains to the
general maintenance of the berms and fence line performed by the lawn maintenance
contractor including: mowing the berms, maintaining the fence line, controlling weed
growth, and controlling invasive species. Weed growth will be performed with weed
whackers, hand removal, and spot herbicide application. Invasive species control will be
performed with hand removal and spot herbicide application. The land maintenance cost
will be shared: GRU will provide 50% the cost and SBAC will provide 50% of the cost.

5.) Arrangements for the land maintenance contractor will be performed by GRU.

6.) GRU will provide rehabilitation for any sinkholes that may form.

V1. SBAC’S PROJECT REQUIREMENTS

The SBAC operates a public school system including extensive educational facilities.
The SBAC desires to assure the ample provision of water to their land for irrigation and
aesthetics uses. The SBAC recognizes the value of reclaimed water for these purposes in
particular light of the potential future constraints on irrigation imposed by the regulatory
agencies in response to water supply concerns and costs related to the construction and operation
of reclaimed water distribution systems.

The principal factors in the SBAC determination of the feasibility of the proposed project
are the potential liabilities related to allowing the discharge of reclaimed water upon the Site, and
the attainment of educational, aesthetic, and wildlife values through the proposed project
rehabilitation. The assurances provided by GRU in meeting these requirements constitute the
basis of any future agreement to proceed with the project. The following items of
understanding are agreed to by the parties.

1.) The Site for this proposed project rehabilitation is owned by SBAC.

2.) GRU agrees to perform all Site investigations, hydrologic design, engineering, permitting
and major construction for the reclaimed water feature system.

3.) The cost of Item #6, listed above in GRU’s Project Requirements, will be shared: GRU
will provide 50% the cost and SBAC will provide 50% of the cost.

4.) Provided the project requirements outlined above are met by the final project design,
GRU will agree to provide only reclaimed water meeting the standards of Chapter 62-610
F.A.C. and assume all liabilities for the quality and environmental effects of such water
pursuant to Chapter 403.135 Florida Statutes, provided that the SBAC only uses the
reclaimed water supplied in a manner consistent with the applicable permits and as
expressly approved by GRU.

5.) Provided the project requirements outlined above are met by the final project design, the
SBAC will grant GRU the public utilities rights of way to the point of discharge and
connection to the SBAC’s irrigation system.

6.) The SBAC and GRU agree that any agreements will be binding upon the successors
and/or assignees of the aforesaid property and upon the successors and assignees of

GRU.
7.) The SBAC agrees to permit access to the aforesaid property to GRU for the purposes of
site investigation, surveys, design, maintenance, construction, and regulatory approval.
