Within 20 school days of enrollment and completion of the Home Language Survey, the ELL testing
administrator administers the IPT and IRW assessments to identified students, and communicates the
results and support services available to parents. Parents are given the option to waive services.
Students are eligible for services in accordance with the state ELL guidelines.

Assessment of English Language Proficiency

Students who are non-English language background will be administered
the IDEA Proficiency Test (IPT) to determine their English language skills.
Students who score less than proficient on any subtest of the IDEA
Proficiency Test (IPT) are classified as ELL and provided services in the
ELL program. The IDEA Reading and Writing (IRW) test is administered
to provide diagnostic information to teachers, but if a student passes the
IPT, but scores below a 33% then the student is deemed eligible for
services based solely on the IRW score. Students are exited from ELL
services when a proficient score is attained on all subtests: oral, reading,
and writing.

All students served in the ELL program shall be administered the CELLA
annually to re-establish eligibility or to determine readiness to exit, as well
as to measure progress and inform instructional need. These scores will be
kept on file to document eligibility and provide data for submission to the
State Department of Education regarding program accountability and
Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP).

All data related to student eligibility will be maintained in the student’s
permanent folder and in the ELL coordinator’s central file located at SIA
Tech Charter High School.

A score of 33% or above on the Total Reading section of a nationally
normed assessment is documentation that the

I googled ConTech Learning Strategies, SIATech’s own curriculum, and was unable to
see anything about the coursework. I cannot verify if it is based on the Sunshine State
Standards. The curriculum seems to be very computer based. Are adequate computers
available for all the students enrolled?

p. 12. Coursework for the Career Preparatory Diploma

They need to be aware that 9th graders as of 2007-2008 need 4 credits of mathematics in
order to graduate. (3 are listed) If also concerns me that Intensive Mathematics and Pre-
Algebra are 2 of the 5 listed courses (other than the also available). These are level 1
courses and require paperwork showing this is the highest mathematics level that students
are capable of attaining in order for the courses to count toward graduation. Is this
paperwork being done? They list an Applied Algebra/Geometry course. Will this satisfy
the Geometry requirement for Bright Futures or entry into a four-year university?

p- 27 “Remedial and compensatory courses taken in grades 9 through 12 are only

counted as elective credit.” This would be the Pre-Algebra and Intensive Math courses.

I have not been able to find any data which tell of student achievement during the first
charter period.

The Food and Nutrition Department has concerns regarding the renewal of the SIA
Tech Charter School. Among the concerns are program review resuits from 2005-2006
and the non-admittance of Food Service Supervisor to review the program for the last
two year periods (2006-2008).

An On-site Charter School Monitoring Review was conducted on April 22™, 2005 of the
SIA Tech kitchen facility by Ms. Eunshil McKenna. The following areas were deficient
during the review: 1) rosters not signed by an adult, 2) adult not checking roster as child
receives meal, 3) money not collected, recorded and verified by two different people, 4)
production records not present. Therefore, menu items, portion sizes, amount prepared
and served are not documented on a daily basis. 5) Health inspections not posted and
deficiencies not corrected. The seriousness of these violations would cause a public
school to fail a federal audit.

For the following two years (2006-2007 and 2007-2008) attempts were made to conduct
the required review to no avail. The district has an obligation to monitor the food service
operation even though meals are contracted through Gainesville Job Corps. Many
requests were made for access to perform the review which we were denied by Tina
Bullock, Principal 2006, Joy Baldree, Principal 2007.

The Food and Nutrition Department would agree to a renewal of the application if
Florida SIA Tech Charter School agrees to the required annual review as well as
ensuring all citations are resolved.

Department of Research, Assessment and Student Information

The Research Department reviewed the relevant sections of the application and found the
proposal acceptable other than an invalid citation at the end of the third paragraph on
page 27.

One incident not in the contract must be brought to the board’s attention in considering
the application renewal since it represents a violation of state law.

Background:
While inventorying FCAT materials to be returned to the publisher for scoring, the

testing department became aware that there were no FCAT NRT tests from Florida SIA
Tech submitted for scoring. The school was contacted under the presumption that the
tests had not been returned.

Dr. Arnold spoke with a representative at the school and was told the NRT had not been
administered at the direction of the school’s administration and that all unused test
materials could be found in the “Not to be Scored’ test boxes.

The director of the school, Joy Baldree, was contacted. She verified that the NRT was
not administered. The legal citations requiring full participation in the FCAT testing
program, including the NRT, were provided. Her email response is attached.

Recommendation:

Any new contract with the Florida SIA Tech Charter School include the condition that
the school will fully comply with Chapter 1008 of Florida Law, specifically
1008.22(3)(c) paragraphs (2) and (6)
