Purpose and Explanation:
This annual contract renewal with the University of Florida College of Health and Human
Performance provides for National Athletic Trainers Association (NATA) certified athletic
trainers and support services at seven district high schools for the 2008-09 school year for the
sum of $117,600.
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Funding Source (Description): General Fund Amount: $117,600
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11.  The Provider certifies that all athletic trainers who participate in this
program will have the following minimum qualifications:

(a) Have a Baccalaureate degree.
(b) Be NATA certified or certified-eligible.

(c) Be enrolied at the University of Florida (typically a graduate student in
the graduate athletic training program).

(d) Demonstrate academic achievement and be in good standing with the
University.

(e) The athletic trainer has liability insurance as verified by the Provider’s
letter.

The athletic trainer will be instructed by the Board to report on administrative matters to
the Athletic Director, or Coach. The athletic trainer will be instructed by the Board to
report on medical matters to the team physician.

12.  In accordance with section 1012..465, Florida Statutes (2006), Provider
will ensure that all athletic trainers will be fingerprinted at a location designated by the
Board and undergo level 2 screening as provided in section 1012.32, Florida Statutes.
Associated costs shall be borne by the Provider. No athletic trainer who has been
convicted of a crime involving moral turpitude, as determined by the Board, shall be
allowed to have direct access to students under this agreement. Provider's breach of this
provision shall constitute a material breach of this contract.

13.  The Provider agrees to coordinate the student rotations and to provide the
services herein described for the sum of $16,000.00 per athletic trainer plus 5% UF
indirect costs ($800.00). This would total $117,600 for seven (7) athletic trainers for the
2008-2009 academic year. Funding will be used to cover in full, or a portion of, the
student’s stipend, tuition, and services for providing athletic training services for the
Provider.

If for reasons outside the control of the Provider and the Board, the athletic
trainers become incapacitated or unavailable, the Provider agrees to reimburse the Board
on a prorata time basis.

Proper invoices shall be submitted to the Superintendent, or his designee, in
September 2008 and January 2009, each for one half of the contract amount. Payment is
due thirty (30} days from the date of the receipt of the invoice. Checks will be made
payable to:

14.  The administrative staff of the Board will conduct an evaluation of the
athletic trainer program based on the performance of the responsibilities as outlined
above. Results of the evaluation will be available by the end of the fiscal year.

15.  This agreement represents the entire understanding and agreement
between the parties with respect to the subject matter hereof, and supersedes all other
negotiations (if any) made by and between the parties.

16.  The provisions of this agreement may not be amended, supplemented,
waived, or changed orally but only in writing by making specific reference to this
agreement signed by both parties.

17. All notices, requests, consents, and other communications required or
permitted under this agreement shall be in writing (including faxed communications) and
shall be (as elected by the person giving such notice) hand delivered by messenger or
courier service, faxed, or mailed by Registered or Certified Mail (postage pre-paid),
Return Receipt Requested, addressed to:

or to such other address as any party may designate by notice complying with the terms
of this section. Each such notice shall be deemed delivered:
(a) On the date delivered if by personal delivery,
(b) On the date faxed if by fax, and
(c) On the date upon which the Return Receipt is signed or
delivery is refused or the notice is designated by the postal
authorities as not delivered, as the case may be, if mailed.

18.  Provisions contained in this agreement, which are contrary to, prohibited
by, or invalid under applicable laws or regulations shall be deemed omitted from this
document and shall not invalidate the remaining provisions thereof.




19.  Either party may terminate this agreement at any time for refusal by the
other party to allow public access to all documents, papers, letters or other materials
subject to the provisions of Chapter 119, Florida Statutes, and made or received in
conjunction with this agreement, but subject to any federal or state law, rule, or
regulation which may prohibit public access.

20.  This agreement and any disputes herein under shall be construed in
accordance with the laws of the State of Florida and enforced in the courts of the State of
Florida. Provider and Board hereby agree that venue will be in Alachua County, Florida.

21.  The parties hereto will not discriminate against any athletic trainer on the
basis of race, color, sex, religion, national origin or handicap unrelated to the reasonable
physical requirements of the Sports Medicine Program.
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
